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ELECTRONIC ENROLLMENT APPLICATION.................

Commencing April 1, 2010 we will begin to implement our electronic application and enrollment forms for 2010-2011.  Forms are to be completed on line, but do need to be printed as we can not accept electronic signatures.  This new system will allow you to eliminate having to repeat data if you have multiple children or when the same information is asked over and over.  The second page of the application will need to be filled in by hand as it requires your acknowledging that you read the information, a signature, and for new students  an application fee. The application link will be posted on our website www.cabotafterschool.org Applications will need to be in the CASP mailbox by 6:00 P.M. on Friday, April 9, 2010.  Failure to return the completed application on time will result in the loss of priority status.  Currently all families in grades 1st-4th and K families who hold slots after 3 P.M. are guaranteed the same schedule for 2010-2011.  Families may reduce hours or request more. If we can accommodate your request for additional hours we will try to do so, but please be aware that we may not have that option if all current families return.  Siblings of enrolled students will receive priority status.  Participants in 1st-5th grade must enroll for a minimum of six hours and K's for a minimum of five.

As this is a new format we will be posting the information on March and April Program calendars,  the CASP bulletin board, and in the Jabber as a reminder that enrollment process is almost here.  If you are unable to find the link once it’s posted or are having difficulty opening or filling out the application and subsequent forms please call the CASP office and speak with Alice.
